Understand best practices (minimal 
facts interviewing, mandated 
reporting, and investigative 
interviewing) following an 
accidental disclosure of sexual 
abuse in a school setting.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL
“Caleb Perez”

Develop the tools to navigate a child 
abuse and neglect investigation, 
starting with initial observations 
made by a nurse during an 
Emergency Room visit and 
subsequent investigative activities 
by Multidisciplinary Team (MDT) 
members.

INVESTIGATION
“Hailey Miller”

Learn about the processes involved 
in a child abuse and neglect 
investigation, starting with a 
mandated report and ending with 
simulated investigation activities 
(home visit, interview with family 
members).

FORENSIC PROCESS
“Sammi Green”

Delve into the forensic investigation 
process, exploring the MDT 
and their roles within the legal 
process, including how forensic 
interviews conducted at a Child 
Advocacy Center contribute to the 
investigation.
