First, ask yourself some important questions: 
• Am I at least 18 years of age? 
• Am I in a stable place in my life? 
• Am I able to be supportive and 

nonjudgmental of other people's decisions 
and lifestyles? 

• Can I make the required commitment to the 
program, understanding that the screening 
and matching process could take months? 

• Will I be able to meet with my mentee once a 
week for at least one year? 

• Do I have a valid CA driver’s license? 

You only need to be a friend,  
not a superhero.  

You and your mentee will be matched based on 
similar interests & share activities you both enjoy.
