WHAT IS TRAUMA?

* An incident or event that is threatening or is perceived as threatening and overwhelms a
person’s normal coping skills.

Trauma can take many forms:
* Emotional, physical, sexual abuse
" Neglect

* Abandonment

* Natural disaster

* Assault

* Catastrophic injury or illness

= Historical trauma

* Historical trauma is cumulative and collective.

Trauma is big news these days. Mainstream media is full of stories about the dramatic www.thestylehorsecollective.com
improvements allowing science to see more clearly how trauma affects our bhodies, minds

and even our genes. Much of the coverage hails the scientific connection between trauma

and illness as a breakthrough for modem medicine. The next breakthrough will be how

trauma affects our offspring.

The science of epigenetics, literally “above the gene,” proposes that we pass along more
than DMNA In our genes; it suggests that our genes can camy memories of trauma
experienced by our ancestors and can influence how we react to trauma and stress. The
Acadenmy of Pediatrics reports that the way genes work in our bodies determines
neurpendocring structure and is strongly influenced by experience. [Meuroendocrine cells
help the nervous and endocring (hormaonal) system work together to produce substances
such as adrenaline (the hormone associated with the fight or flight response.] Trauma
experenced by earlier generations can influence the structure of our genes, making them
more likely to “switch on” negative responses to stress and frauma.

In light of this emerging science and how it works with the way we react to frauma, the AAP
stated in its publication, Adverse Childhood Experiences and the Lifelong Consequences of

Cynnya McMillen was 16 years old when she died in her sleep while in custody at a
juvenile detention center last month in Kentucky.

This was the first night she had ever spent in detention. She had been arrested on a
misdemeanor assault charge on a family member. Guards used a martial arts-style
restraint on Gynnya when she refused to remowve her sweatshirt as part of the facility’s
search and booking procedure; she was found dead in her cell 24 hours later.

The tragic death of Cynnya McMillen raises critical questions about how she was treated
in the detention facility and what exactly caused her death. Her story also raises broader
questions about the extreme and owverly punitive ways in which we approach children
and teens of color whom we deem “non-compliant™.

The U.S. detalins and Incarcerates girls of color at staggering rates. African-American girls
constitute 14% of the general population nationally. yet make up an astounding 333 of
girls detained and committed.] Native American girls are also disproportionately involved
in the juvenile justice system: they are 1 percent of the general youth population but 3.5
percent of detained and committed girls.2

The vast majority of detalned and Incarcerated girls are trauma survivers. According to a
study conducted by the Human Rights Project for Girls, the Georgetown Law Center on
Poverty and Inequality, and the Ms. Foundation for Wiomen, more than 80% of the girls In
some states’ Juvenile detentlon centers have been sexually or physically abused prior to
Incarceratlon.

What 1s wvhite privilege?

White privilege means, whether we are overtly racist or not,

2ll white people beneflt from 1iving in & world run by

whita paople. For the most part, white people write the laws that
govern our country, own the stores we shop in, assess our eredit scores, ete.
White privilege means that we are given the benefit of the doubt more often
than people of color when we are being evaluated, such as for an apartment,
a job, or a financial loan.

As white people, we are conditioned to deny that this privilege exists. We are
taught that “privileges are earned.” Even though we may not have asked for it
or want it, white privilege is real and it is harmful.

What harm does it do?
While racism puts people of color at an unfair disadvantage, white privilege
puts white people at an unfair advantage over people of color. Many doors open
to white people through no effort of our own. Even though you may have worked
hard to get where you are today, white privilege means that a person of color
born to similar eirecumstances would need to overcome more obstacles to achieve
the same goals.

What can you do about 1t?

You can start by evaluating your own privilege and how you have benefited from
