● Federally Qualified Health Center (FQHC)
● Founded in 1972 by volunteer physicians in a church basement & now the 

largest safety net provider in Marin County
● Services: comprehensive primary care, oral health, behavioral health, 

obstetrics/gynecology, and vision services as well as on-site labs, radiology, 
pharmacy services and some sub-specialities (podiatry, cardiology, derm, etc)



Marin Community Clinics

● Over 34,000 patients served 
annually, 40% pediatrics

● In 2017, 96.1% patient earned 
200% or less of Federal Poverty 
Guidelines, Uninsured (23%), 
Public Insurance (75%), Private 
Insurance (2%)

● Demographics: 66.7% identify as 
Hispanic/Latino, 60.9% primarily 
non-English speaking
