WHAT: Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children 

(CSEC) happens when a person buys, trades, or sells 

sexual acts with a child under the age of 18.  

 

WHO: Many of the same risk factors that lead  

children to enter the foster care system also leave 

children vulnerable to commercial sexual  

exploitation. For example, lack of family connections 

and past abuse. 

Each year 300-500 youth in King County are commercially sexually exploited 
and currently there are not enough caring homes for these youth.
